Dear Parents,

Research has shown that the best way to improve reading skills is
simply Yo READ more! Please make sure your child reads a total of at
least 2 hours a week at home. You can divide this into six 20-minute

sessions, four

30-minute sessions, or whatever works for your family.

After each reading session, have your child complete one line of the
chart below. When they have accumulated 120 minutes of reading time, have them turn
the form in to me. I will give out the weekly forms each Friday, and I heed them turned

in no later than the following Friday morning. You may have your child read independently,
or you may read aloud to your child. Some children enjoy taking tfurns reading aloud with a
parent. You can even include time that your child reads to a younger brother or sister!
